| think you will have all heard the sad news of Rev'd David Hull's death last week.
Our little community has experienced another seismic shock at the death of
someone so dear to so many and with the Covid restrictions this makes our
collective grief all the harder.

The cars
will travel through Clowne, down Boughton Lane and on past Dobbies and then up
the A619 to Brimington. The cars will be leaving Clowne Church

at 9.00am on Tuesday |8th August.

A Service of Thanksgiving for David’s life and ministry will be held at St Mary
Magdalene’s Creswell next year once the gathering restrictions are eased.
